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SERMON – NOTES FOR GROUP DISCUSSION    
Today’s Sermon – John 17 v20-26 “The Unity that Testifies” 

 
What do you understand by the word “Church” and what do you associate with it? 
Imagine a friend of yours who has never been to a church before coming on a Sunday to Shatin 
Church – what do you think would surprise them? 
 

What different experience have people in the group had of being part of the Christian Church 
(Shatin Church and/or other churches you have been part of)? 
What have been the good things that you thank God for in your own experience of the church? 
Perhaps take a few minutes in prayer now to thank God for these good things. 
 
As you read the times in John 17 that Jesus prays for the unity of all the people, how do you relate 
this to all the different churches that we see around Hong Kong? 
 

1. How do you understand the Pattern of our Unity? 
Verse 21, “all of them may be one just as you are in me and I am in you” 
Verse 22 “ they may be one as we (Father and Son) are one” 
What do you think that unity patterned on the relationship of the Trinity (God the Father, Son 
and Holy Spirit) looks like? In what ways are the Father, the Son and the Spirit different and 
what makes them One? What does this mean for different kinds of Christians and different kinds 
of Churches 

 

2 How do you understand the Purpose of our unity? 
Verse 21 “so that the world may believe” 
Verse 23 “to let the world know” 
Why do you think that Jesus links mission so closely with this prayer for Unity? 
Can you share experiences where Christian Unity (either within a fellowship or different church 
congregations working together on a project or outreach) has been a key element in mission? 
When you pray for mission how much do you pray for the Unity of the church – whether the 
church here or for our partners in other parts of the world?  

 

3 On a personal level, we can all help to guard the unity of the church: 
� By word – always be careful how we speak about other Christians 
� By thought – always display a positive rather than critical spirit toward other Christian 

people 
� By deed – always seek to encourage other Christians 
� By prayer – pray for God’s blessing on all the Christian fellowships in Hong Kong 

remembering that “it takes all kinds of churches to reach all kinds of people”  
 

Perhaps take a time of prayer to ask God’s forgiveness for the times we have failed to care for and 
seek the unity of the church and go on to pray positively for the life the church. Pray for the unity of 
all God’s people here at Shatin Church and thank God for the united outlook we enjoy under his 
guidance. 
 

As part of your time of prayer, read together Ephesians chapter 4 v1-7 another great passage on the 
unity of God’s people. 
 

What does the command – “make every effort” – in verse 3 mean for you?
