1 What do you associate with the role of “King” —what would you expect to see a king
saying and doing?

2 Inthe sermon we looked at Luke chapter 23 verse83 — 43.
It is worth spending the time to read through thele of Luke 23 and reflect on the way that
Jesus kingship is portrayed throughout the chapter.question of verses 2 & 3 sets the tone for
the whole of what follows.
How do the different characters we find in the deapespond to Jesus?
How is your understanding of what a king is andglohallenged by the way Jesus shows us his
Kingship?

3 Throughout the journey from Pilate’s court roomto the cross, Jesus lives as a trusting Son
of His Heavenly Father.

Can you share
testimony of hard or distressing times when hawvetrusted the Father and have grown in your
faith as a result?
