Christian Solidarity Worldwide has sent out a resjuir prayer for our
sisters and brothers in India —
Dear Friends,

We would like to ask for your urgent prayer anda@ctfor the situation in Orissa, India. Over
the Christmas period, Christians faced what the Wltlia Christian Council (aicc) has
described as “the largest attack on the Christimmenunity in the history of democratic India”.

The attacks originated in a dispute over a decoratieing erected by Christians on Christmas
Eve. Hindu extremists responded violently, anccasthed a series of attacks on Christian
targets. Police reportedly took no action agaitis¢ perpetrators, who destroyed or damaged
95 churches, burnt down 730 Christian homes ankkdkih number of Christians over the
following days. A crude bomb was thrown at the deowf the Catholic archbishop of
Bhubaneswar. Many of those who fled are missimhpaesumed dead.

Full details are still emerging, but Christians labeen led to believe that the attacks were
carefully planned and carried out by Hindu extrengsoups, specifically the Vishwa Hindu
Parishad (VHP).

These attacks were not an anomaly, but the trdgitag of a year of well over 150 documented
religiously-motivated attacks against Christiandmalia.
