Remember theharacterof ministry:
ministry = service = whatever we do out of obedesta Christ for the benefit of others.

What aspects of your life at home, college, famalyong friends or through church do you regard as
ministry? What qualifies them in your mind to besddbed in this way? If you are part of a small
group then perhaps the members could share sothes# things so the group can pray for them - that
God would be at work through them and that otherslevbe blessed through them.

Remember thepportunitiesGod gives you to minister/serve:

a) through acts of mercy and service. Some thimgsl someone to do them. These are the things we
do, not because we sense a particular callingem ttbut we realise that we can meet a real need by
doing them. The act of simply being willing to serethers’ needs has God’s blessing attached. This
could be as part of the church or in other ways.aAshurch we need considerably more of our
members to be willing to be servants of others -camtinually face needs for people to serve in ways
that are unspectacular but necessary (welcome @ablervices, count the offering, operate the gdoun
system, help to lead small groups). Do pray, eittean individual or as part of a group, that God
would meet these needs and ask him if there is g@ame/ou can play as an answer to this prayer.
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b) in ways that specifically reflect your God-giveamperament, character and gifts. Most of us need
help to work out how God has gifted us - very oftie& things we are good at and the things we do tha
God blesses are more obvious to someone else dhas! tOften the most surprising people feel “I
don’t have any gifts”. In a small group the membmasld say how they see the gifts and abilitieghef
others. How could the group be better able to eragmithe members to use their gifts? Can you pray
together for wisdom and discernment and that peweplesee God at work through people using their
gifts in line with their calling, temperament artthcacter?

Remember theesultsof ministry/service:

God is pleased by every act of service and He rdyaesnit;

it is the means of growing in the character of €wiHe sets the model of the servant and call® us
follow;

it is how we grow up into maturity - we grow by bgidoers of the word not just hearers;

it brings blessing to others - people may not gugow who has done something for them but can still
appreciate the gift of service to them;

In your group, for example, perhaps you can shacasions where you have benefited from someone
serving you in some way, being prepared to giveheir time and effort on your behalf. Why not turn
that into prayers of thanksgiving for all the gabéhgs we receive from others and so often take for
granted? Also in your group you might be awareifté ghat people have that don’t seem to be used at
present - talk and pray together about how thaldccihange.

Pray too for the life of the whole church. Ask tkag will all grow in maturity by serving one anothe
with integrity of heart. Ask God to forgive us aglaurch for the ways we have sometimes failed to
enable people to discover and use their gifts akdHam to take us all afresh and use us in Hisiserv
Pray that we will find the right ways to enable manore people to know the joy of exercising their
God given gifts and abilities.
