Solar Light Project


The Solar Light Project’s purpose is to provide pathway lighting for the village of Dancalan in the province of Sorsogon, Philippines.  Only road lights exist in the village – there is no pathway lighting between houses and it is pitch black during the nighttime hours.  The village cannot afford electricity needed to run electric-powered lights, so this project was designed to spare them the cost.  The solar panels charge the light’s battery during the day, so that at night, the light will be operative.  The total cost for one of these lights is $4,000 HKD.  About 20 lights are needed to service the entire village of about 2,000 – 3,000 people.  Please help sponsor this project to provide light for this village!
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
