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Hope for the Future

Dear partners in ministry,

The younger members of every country are,
in a sense, their investment for the future.
They are the ones to whom the baton will
be passed to in years to come, and who will
become captains of industry and leaders of
churches and government.

When this capital is not utilised, it works to

the detriment of the nation, in terms of lost
opportunity, but it can be worse than that. It can
mean a body of disaffected angry young people
who actively fight against the
very society they are part of.

This is often the case in Africa.

Africa is a predominantly
young continent, and the
demographics show that the
majority of the populations
are aged under 30 in many
countries. In recent years,
the warning signs have all
been there about the young
people who will become
Africais future. It is currently
estimated that there are more than 60 million
orphans and vulnerable children within Africa.
These are children who are orphaned as the
result of the AIDS pandemic, or may be
affected by AIDS themselves. Others are the
result of conflict or abandoned because they
have a disability.

In the African Enterprise ministries across Africa,
these children have long been a concern. In
countries like Uganda, there are children who
have been forcibly seized and forced into rebel
groups. This applies to many other countries as
well. In Uganda and Rwanda, AE helps support
many thousands of disadvantaged children, and

also supports them through education programs
and vocational training.

In Ghana, our street kids program takes children
who are in and of the street, and enables them
through training programs to learn skills in areas
as diverse as hair dressing, tailoring, mobile
phone maintenance, refrigerator repair and as
car mechanics. The children are apprenticed

to master craftsmen for periods of 1-3 years,
depending on the subject being taught. At the
end, they are given the tools of their trade,

and helped to pass government based exams

so that they can become
accredited in their particular
field. We deal with 100
children at a time because
cost is a limiting factor, but
nevertheless over the years
it has enabled us to assist
many young people who
will be good citizens

of that country. Yet this is
just a drop in the bucket.
There are an estimated
10,000 plus children on the
streets of Accra, the capital of Ghana alone.

Our concern for young people meant that we
started programs such as our Foxfire program,
which you may well know about, this enables
young people to reach their peer group with life
skills and understanding Godis plan for their
lives better.

Indeed, in all that we do, we seek to not only
build up practical skills, but demonstrate the
love of Christ and share about his love and
concern for each one of us.

AE encourages political leadership in all the
countries that we go to, to take care of their
