Convention Center? Their reply was — we will apptothe city council to sponsor the event and it wil
be free. Wow! They were bold and knew somethingamebody we didn’t know. Sure enough, the
city council allowed them to use the Baguio Coni@ntCenter for free! To cut the long story short —
they had the Youth Summit UNLEASHED last July 5 aiohost two hundred youth leaders plus
almost a hundred pastors kids from different ladalrches in Baguio City and La Trinidad came for
12 hours 9 a.m. to 9 p.m. worship and prayer. Josind the two other Pastors sons took turns in
leading worship and ministering the Word of Godwvé#ts powerful! We the pastors (parents) just sat at
the back and enjoyed receiving ministry from outdren. Well, we were at first very anxious, comncer
and expectant to see what the Lord will do. They rmow raising funds for Pastors Kids weekend
retreat next month and the Lord is giving them fatyaise the Lord!

WE, the pastors who attended the Youth Summit UNEBHED responded by calling for a
whole day Pastors Prayer Gathering July 7 and weabaut 90 % of the Pastors in Baguio City and La
Trinidad came. We are now intensifying our past@nslyer gathering one day every week and the
Lord is healing relationships. The Lord is good!

As for money contributions/ donations for our newuich building, three sundays ago in
our church, we launched "Gideon 300 Call" for LisgmBible Church building for the next six months
and asked our people to come and sign out for mpofalth pledge for Lifeway Bible Church building
until December.
