SANG WAI IN YUEN LONG ON BOXING DAY       

This is a very easy walk because the route is a well-paved level road circuiting Nam Sang 
Wai in Yuen Long.  It is one of the most valuable plots of unspoilt wetland in the north west 
of the New Territories with its wildlife and fish farming.  Starting on a single lane road by 
Kam Tin River, we’ll enjoy the tranquility, fresh air and natural beauty of the 
countryside.  We may see different species of wild ducks cruising around and waders 
foraging for food in the river as it is the right time for migratory birds to over-winter in Hong 
Kong.  Across the channel is another area of wetland, Tai Sang Wai, located next to 
Fairview Park, a villa-style residential area.  Our journey will continue on the level road 
that loops Nam Sang Wai punctuated with grids of fishponds.  Further on, we get to Shan 
Pui River where a little crocodile made a stir in the local news headline several years 
ago.  In the vicinity of the river, there are tall trees and patches of grassland perfect for 
rest and picnic.  Nearby, there is a kiosk catering to the needs of visitors offering drinks, 
snacks and noodles.  Situated on the other side of the river is Yuen Long Industrial 
Estate.  When we reach the end of the road, we will find another restaurant built on 
wooden stilts by a narrow waterway.  Around 5:00 pm, we should finish our walk by 
crossing the channel paying for a $5 boat ride, and heading back to Yuen Long West rail 
station after a 15-minute walk.  Participants should wear appropriate clothing and trainers 
and bring with them at least 1 litre of drinking water and a packed lunch.  We will meet at 
Exit B of Long Ping West rail station at 11:00 am sharp.  For details, please contact Pages
