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DRAFT BUDGET FOR 2009

In preparation for our Annual meeting on March 8" the church committee has met to draw
up a draft budget.

We were encouraged that our congregational giving for 2008 means that we end 2008
with a relatively small deficit on our budget of over HK$2,150,000. We thank God for all
who responded positively to the financial update that we gave in the latter part of 2008 and
we thank God for His provision through the people here.

The draft budget for 2009 was produced after considerable thought, prayer and discussion.
The 2009 budget looks to giving and expenditure to match that of 2008. We have kept
expenditure to the minimum that we believe will sustain our ministry and mission. We
believe it is right to keep our level of mission support to the 15% of all unallocated giving
we receive.

We also believe that God is calling us to demonstrate the generous giving that is at the
heart of genuine Christian discipleship; in 2009 we expect to have opportunities to give
beyond this budget, including, for example, the re-activation of our plans for a ministry
centre for this church. | am planning to preach during lent on discipleship and will include
systematic teaching on Christian giving. In times of economic uncertainty such as 2009 we
believe that our draft budget is prudent but we also believe that God desires that we
demonstrate faith, thankfulness and generosity as opportunity arises in 2009.
