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Hello everyone,  
 

Thank you for your prayer and continued support of the work I am doing here. my laptop is not 
working at the moment so will keep this short as I can't concentrate too well in this internet cafe. 
 

God is good and has been moving in response to prayer. Relationships in my community are going 
from strength to strength, praise God! My job above everything else is to show these people the 
love of God and to accept them as they are as Jesus does, ( although He loves them too much to 
leave them as they are) to prepare the ground for a move of God by the way I live my life and the 
way I love them all and by co-operating with the local church. I won't go into details now, but I am 
seeing evidence of changes in behaviour, especially the children. 
 

I am involved in Kid's church, at the other end of the village each week and run two little kid's 
clubs in my community alone during the week. I am also cracking on with the language which takes 
up a lot of my time. I have found a really good teacher who gives me plenty of homework after 
each lesson, so I am kept very busy. I take the little kids to the park whenever I get the chance as 
they have no where to go and no toys to play with. This is their only opportunity to get out of the 
community and they love it. There is a marked improvement in their behaviour lately so it has 
become much more enjoyable for me.  
 

A month ago I felt God tell me to fast for the church here. God gave me much strength and energy 
and I went on a six day fast praying passionately for the local church and the church across 
Romania. The pastor's wife of the church I a connected to rang me a couple of weeks ago and said 
that her husband had had a revelation that God wanted him to take his church to Bora where I live 
among the Gypsy's. The pastor came with three others last week and we did church in the garden of 
the house I live in. 
 

 
NO PARKING �
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We did church without walls again last night and it went wonderfully. I could feel the power of 
God moving, it was just as if Jesus was amongst us. We did it outside my house on the street in the 
little community that I live in; it lasted for just over an hour and then we went down the road and 
did church again for just under an hour. Including both services last night about eighty to hundred 
people came with about half of them children. They listened intently and showed much respect. 
They would not allow the children, who were really behaving themselves anyway to make a noise. 
They listened to the sermons and the worship songs with much respect and interest with the odd 
shouts of agreement. every age group was represented. prayers were said at the end and healing 
prayer was also given. When it was all over at about 9.30pm the four piled back into the car with 
their four children and drove back to Slobozia, all eight in one car! 
 

It is early days but I am certain that God is on the move and that the promises He has given me here 
will be fulfilled. There is no point me being here if God isn't in it. Why would I stay if God wasn't 
leading it all? The powerful presence of His love was overwhelming last night during those two 
services and it was like a soft blanket of His presence enveloping eveyrone. I have never known 
these people be so quiet, serious or attentive as they were last night. The atmosphre was flowing 
with love. 
 

I live among a people who are thieves, lyers, pimps and so on, people who know full well they are 
sinners and are desperate for the experience of love. they are so hungry to be loved. As 
Doydostovsky(sorry, no idea how to spell his name) said we have to be loved to be able to love. As 
for me I cannot walk down the street without kids running out and wanting to be hugged and men 
and woman, including the teenagers wanting to chat or ask where I am going. They no longer stop 
me to ask for something from me, they just want to know how I am and where I am going. 
 

Like my hero. Heidi Baker I have been called by God to just be a little lady sitting in the dirt and 
loving the people into the Kingdom of God. No great financial back-up, no impressive 
qualifications, no special gifts, just living in the dirt amongst the most hated people group in Europe 
and loving every minute of it. 
 

Please pray for us as I am sure that we will be under attack from the satanic powers that seem to 
rule this land virtually unchallenged.

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John 12 “Life Poured out” 

[John 11:55] When it was almost time for the Jewish Passover, many went up from the country to 
Jerusalem for their ceremonial cleansing before the Passover.  
[John 11:56] They kept looking for Jesus, and as they stood in the temple area they asked one 
another, "What do you think? Isn't he coming to the Feast at all?"  
[John 11:57] But the chief priests and Pharisees had given orders that if anyone found out where 
Jesus was, he should report it so that they might arrest him.  
[John 12:1] Six days before the Passover, Jesus arrived at Bethany, where Lazarus lived, whom 
Jesus had raised from the dead.  
[John 12:2] Here a dinner was given in Jesus' honor. Martha served, while Lazarus was among 
those reclining at the table with him.  
[John 12:3] Then Mary took about a pint of pure nard, an expensive perfume; she poured it on 
Jesus' feet and wiped his feet with her hair.  And the house was filled with the fragrance of the 
perfume.  
[John 12:4] But one of his disciples, Judas Iscariot, who was later to betray him, objected, 
[John 12:5] "Why wasn't this perfume sold and the money given to the poor? It was worth a year's 
wages. "  
[John 12:6] He did not say this because he cared about the poor but because he was a thief; as 
keeper of the money bag, he used to help himself to what was put into it.  
[John 12:7] "Leave her alone," Jesus replied. "[It was intended] that she should save this perfume 
for the day of my burial.  
[John 12:8] You will always have the poor among you, but you will not always have me."  
[John 12:9] Meanwhile a large crowd of Jews found out that Jesus was there and came, not only 
because of him but also to see Lazarus, whom he had raised from the dead.  
[John 12:10] So the chief priests made plans to kill Lazarus as well, 
[John 12:11] for on account of him many of the Jews were going over to Jesus and putting their 
faith in him.  
[John 12:12] The next day the great crowd that had come for the Feast heard that Jesus was on his 
way to Jerusalem……………………………(continued at verse 17) 
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[John 12:17] Now the crowd that was with him when he called Lazarus from the tomb and raised 
him from the dead continued to spread the word.  
[John 12:18] Many people, because they had heard that he had given this miraculous sign, went out 
to meet him. 
[John 12:19] So the Pharisees said to one another, "See, this is getting us nowhere. Look how the 
whole world has gone after him!" 
[John 12:20] Now there were some Greeks among those who went up to worship at the Feast.  
[John 12:21] They came to Philip, who was from Bethsaida in Galilee, with a request. "Sir," they 
said, "we would like to see Jesus."  
[John 12:22] Philip went to tell Andrew; Andrew and Philip in turn told Jesus. 
[John 12:23] Jesus replied, "The hour has come for the Son of Man to be glorified.  
[John 12:24] I tell you the truth, unless a kernel of wheat falls to the ground and dies, it remains 
only a single seed. But if it dies, it produces many seeds.
