| visited Carol in Romania for 10 days towards #rel of June and we intended to go to tf
mountains for some time away to pray togethernelaxed environment.

Before | came, there had been some significansdtaward in terms of the spiritual needs of th
people of Bora (the Gypsy village). Carol had shsome time fasting and praying for the churc
in Romania, and a short time later Marcel, the graat a local church felt God wanted him t
preach in Bora. Marcel has started visiting Bord speaking to the local people there outside th
houses, and he has been accompanied by othershiowhurch who have helped with sun

worship and prayer. Although he is Romanian, Mlaca® speak in the Gypsies’ own languag
after being brought up in a nearby Gypsy town.

This development is so powerful as there existsngibn and suspicion between Romanians a
Gypsies. The joint working between Carol and Marhes wife Florina, brother Stephan and :
lady called Lucia is key to breaking down somehw#se tensions and providing a witness to wh
Christ desires for His church. Whilst | was visgfj | observed how much the Gypsies love Car
and how much they have accepted her. Before shd Amongst them, they often asked her fi
material help and money, however having lived amibregn, they now know she does not have
lot of money and have accepted her as one of thamout requesting money. | felt that now sh
has their trust, Carol really has a role in encoung the Gypsies to be open to Christian teachil
from people they otherwise do not know well.

The love between Carol and the Gypsy people isvgtert; the children constantly visit her for
hugs and affection (which they rarely receive fribr@ir parents) and she is able to laugh and ha
positive, relaxed conversations with the parentsthe older people there. When | visited befor
there had not been this level of freedom in comication with the adult Gypsies. Carol now ha
now a warm friendship with these people and Godrbeally developed her ability to speak th
language. The adults and children are mostly epé&eing prayed for to be healed and enthusias
about the idea of Jesus being their tender shephestdad of the angry, loveless God that h:
traditionally been portrayed in the country.

In this context | spent a few days in Bora befoeewent to the mountains and 2 days on return.
found it was really good for me to experience lesspering of myself, e.g. not being able to ha\
a shower, or use a toilet which can be flushedrder to get more Godly perspective and be le
inward focused. (After this we both really appated the more western facilities of where w
stayed in the mountains!) Before | came to Roméahiad found myself in a drier place spiritually
and in this context, with Carol’'s encouragemerigltl a lot closer to God. We had really specic
times of prayer and waiting in God’s presence andld often then spend time with the childrer
e.g. taking them to the park or Sunday school anidgyithem lots of affection.

Things which stood out for me:

We came back from the mountains a day early, a® thvas a Christian event taking place i
Slobozia, which some Gypsies wanted us to go widmt to. At this event, Christians sant
worship songs and a missionary came and preacHeddid an alter call at the end and 2 youn
men Ciprian and Addi went forward to commit thérebk to Jesus. 2 other young people, Alin ar
Alina were also with us and | felt they had alserb@npacted by the service. All of them said the
had enjoyed the service, even though it was airhadwdts and we had real joy as we returned ba
to Bora.

| felt God’s leading to pray more boldly than | eveave before. We felt convicted to put on th
armour of God before prayer in order to be prep&medhe battle ground of prayer. Carol taugr
me that we should not just come with prayer requisGod but also spend time in silence befo
Him, desiring His companionship and being changedenmto His likeness as a result.

Carol also encouraged me not to be satisfied withrev| am spiritually (after | had said as much
and to keep asking God for more supernatural gifteyder for me to walk in my true authority as
a believer, and to allow God to give me discernnnaiotthe supernatural realm.

Following from this, whilst | was there Carol gotwell for a few days and felt very uncomfortabl
after eating. When she spent a day in bed, weepgr&ygether for her health. | felt encouraged !
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speak directly to the spirit forces of darkness emehmand them to leave her body in Jesus’ nan
This is what | did several times for her. Whilsaying | had a picture of a snake inside her whic
withered out of her body and when it came out, @ssrpierced it in two and it died. | ther
commanded it to die in the name of Jesus. We epting and started to praise God and as \
were singing worship songs, Carol became healekils 3ort of thing has never happened to n
before, and | believe God has given me the giftezling — | need to rely on Him for guidance witl
using this.

Another key part of the visit was learning thaeked to rely on God to give me more love each d
for the people | work with in England. | believenéed to keep asking Him for this each day |
order to become more and more like Him, transfony l@ardness in me and love them in a trul
Godly way.

| had a great time in Romania, it really helpedimso many ways and also really enjoyed Carol
company as we had great fun together. If you rie®led to pray for Carol and her community,
think the following areas would be useful:
