The church committee are investigating possibilities to buy a premises to serve the ministries that at 
present are based in the church office in Tai Wai and Maranatha House. 
Please pray for wisdom for the committee and Dale as they investigate possibilities. 
Pray too for God’s provision – buying a premises will mean we no longer face many of our 
significant monthly expenses relating to the office and Marantha House but we will need the 
members of Shatin Church to give significantly to support this development. Please pray 
consistently this summer for wise decisions to be made by our leadership and about your 
commitment to this and watch out for more information to come. 
 

If you feel able, here is a prayer that we are inviting every member of Shatin Church to pray as part 
of their daily devotions: 
 

“Almighty God, you are the one who has kept and guided Shatin Anglican Church since our 
earliest days. We thank you for all the fruitful ministry and mission that in your grace you have 
blessed and used for you glory. Forgive us where we fall short, transform us more into the likeness 
of your Son and direct our paths and all that we become. May our unity and love draw others to 
your love; lay upon our hearts the desires you have for us to share your love with others. Guide us 
to be wise stewards of all you give us and, as we look to you for premises to serve the mission and 
ministry here, give us glad and generous hearts, clear eyes and minds as we move forward at your 
call”. 
 

[Psa 127:1] Unless the LORD builds the house, its builders labor in vain. Unless the LORD 
watches over the city, the watchmen stand guard in vain.  
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I visited Carol in Romania for 10 days towards the end of June and we intended to go to the 
mountains for some time away to pray together in a relaxed environment. 
  

Before I came, there had been some significant steps forward in terms of the spiritual needs of the 
people of Bora (the Gypsy village).  Carol had spend some time fasting and praying for the church 
in Romania, and a short time later Marcel, the pastor at a local church felt God wanted him to 
preach in Bora.  Marcel has started visiting Bora and speaking to the local people there outside their 
houses, and he has been accompanied by others from his church who have helped with sung 
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worship and prayer.  Although he is Romanian, Marcel can speak in the Gypsies’ own language 
after being brought up in a nearby Gypsy town. 
  
This development is so powerful as there exists a tension and suspicion between Romanians and 
Gypsies.  The joint working between Carol and Marcel, his wife Florina, brother Stephan and a 
lady called Lucia is key to breaking down some of these tensions and providing a witness to what 
Christ desires for His church.  Whilst I was visiting, I observed how much the Gypsies love Carol 
and how much they have accepted her.  Before she lived amongst them, they often asked her for 
material help and money, however having lived among them, they now know she does not have a 
lot of money and have accepted her as one of them, without requesting money. I felt that now she 
has their trust, Carol really has a role in encouraging the Gypsies to be open to Christian teaching 
from people they otherwise do not know well. 
  
The love between Carol and the Gypsy people is so evident; the children constantly visit her for 
hugs and affection (which they rarely receive from their parents) and she is able to laugh and have 
positive, relaxed conversations with the parents and the older people there.  When I visited before, 
there had not been this level of freedom in communication with the adult Gypsies.  Carol now has 
now a warm friendship with these people and God has really developed her ability to speak the 
language.  The adults and children are mostly open to being prayed for to be healed and enthusiastic 
about the idea of Jesus being their tender shepherd, instead of the angry, loveless God that has 
traditionally been portrayed in the country. 
  
In this context I spent a few days in Bora before we went to the mountains and 2 days on return.  I 
found it was really good for me to experience less pampering of myself, e.g. not being able to have 
a shower, or use a toilet which can be flushed, in order to get more Godly perspective and be less 
inward focused.  (After this we both really appreciated the more western facilities of where we 
stayed in the mountains!) Before I came to Romania I had found myself in a drier place spiritually 
and in this context, with Carol’s encouragement, I felt a lot closer to God.  We had really special 
times of prayer and waiting in God’s presence and would often then spend time with the children, 
e.g. taking them to the park or Sunday school and giving them lots of affection. 
  
Things which stood out for me:  
 
We came back from the mountains a day early, as there was a Christian event taking place in 
Slobozia, which some Gypsies wanted us to go with them to.  At this event, Christians sang 
worship songs and a missionary came and preached.  He did an alter call at the end and 2 young 
men Ciprian and Addi went forward to commit their lives to Jesus.  2 other young people, Alin and 
Alina were also with us and I felt they had also been impacted by the service.  All of them said they 
had enjoyed the service, even though it was aimed at adults and we had real joy as we returned back 
to Bora. 
I felt God’s leading to pray more boldly than I ever have before.  We felt convicted to put on the 
armour of God before prayer in order to be prepared for the battle ground of prayer.  Carol taught 
me that we should not just come with prayer requests to God but also spend time in silence before 
Him, desiring His companionship and being changed more into His likeness as a result.   
Carol also encouraged me not to be satisfied with where I am spiritually (after I had said as much!) 
and to keep asking God for more supernatural gifts, in order for me to walk in my true authority as 
a believer, and to allow God to give me discernment into the supernatural realm. 
Following from this, whilst I was there Carol got unwell for a few days and felt very uncomfortable 
after eating.  When she spent a day in bed, we prayed together for her health. I felt encouraged to 
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speak directly to the spirit forces of darkness and command them to leave her body in Jesus’ name.  
This is what I did several times for her.  Whilst praying I had a picture of a snake inside her which 
withered out of her body and when it came out, a cross pierced it in two and it died.  I then 
commanded it to die in the name of Jesus.  We kept praying and started to praise God and as we 
were singing worship songs, Carol became healed!  This sort of thing has never happened to me 
before, and I believe God has given me the gift of healing – I need to rely on Him for guidance with 
using this. 
  
Another key part of the visit was learning that I need to rely on God to give me more love each day 
for the people I work with in England.  I believe I need to keep asking Him for this each day in 
order to become more and more like Him, transform any hardness in me and love them in a truly 
Godly way. 
  
I had a great time in Romania, it really helped me in so many ways and also really enjoyed Carol’s 
company as we had great fun together.  If you feel moved to pray for Carol and her community, I 
think the following areas would be useful: 
  
1. For increased openness amongst the Gypsy adults especially – openness to God and to Him 
healing their bodies. 
  

2. Give thanks for the obedience of Marcel and the other leaders at his church and pray that they 
will continue to hear and obey God’s will re working with the Gypsies. 
  

3.  For a good working relationship to develop between Carol and Marcel, Florina, Stephan and 
Lucia. 
  

4. Give thanks for Ciprian and Addi’s commitment and pray they will truly experience God in their 
lives and follow their commitment through. 
  

5. Please pray for protection for 2 young girls, Bianca and Christina who are abused by their 
parents physically and verbally.  Please pray that God will protect them from evil and that their 
spirits will not become crushed.  Please pray for their parents’ attitudes towards them and that they 
will become transformed themselves by Christ’s love.
