We have entered a more urgent phase in our searchrfew ministry centre. The Trustees c
the Anglican Church in Hong Kong have reviewed ase of Maranatha House and for .
variety of reasons have determined that we shoaltbnger use it as a place for ministry. W
are looking for alternative accommodation as sapassible. Ideally this will be the ministry
centre we have been searching for but we may roeeset rented premise for an interim period

The committee and | will provide everyone with matetails very soon, but | hope this
information will enable us all to pray with clarignd urgency! We trust this is God’s way o
encouraging us that a ministry centre is not jugbad thing to do but is the right thing at thi
particular moment.

In order to purchase a ministry centre we will na@eslignificant initial sum of capital and ar
increase in our regular weekly giving if, as iselfk we need a mortgage to complete tt
purchase. We will provide more details very soout, initial calculations indicate that after
allowing for the savings in rent, transport and mtemance for Maranatha House and our offic
in Tai Wai we will need an overall increase in gyiof 10 — 12 % to finance this new
arrangement. The good news is that our expenditutbe purchase of premises will provide u
with an asset rather than being spent in an unsrable way on rent, transport, etc. At thi
early stage | ask everyone to prayerfully reviewirtlsituation to determine how you will be
able to support this.
