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The largest space would be the main meeting roasndgerall 1000 Sq. ft.,) for music practice,
and meetings that can accommodate about 80 sedtetiiCh say 800 sq.ft.), and a further 200
sq.ft. space at the rear for standing/circulatiidre furniture should be stackable chairs, so that a
clear space can also be provided.
