It has many
helpful and thought provoking things to say aspdave learn more of “this Grace of Giving” as
the Apostle Paul describes it.

The matter of Christian giving is an important subject that gets far too little emphasis from
pastors and churches alike. An article | read cited a number of important facts from the
U.S. about giving that don’'t make sense:

* Less than 4% of seminaries and only 1-2% of Christian colleges and universities teach
biblical financial principles at all

» Generally, pastors are reluctant to use the word "money"

» Many pastors feel that money is not a core spiritual value

* Eighty-five percent of pastors are untrained in the theology of stewardship and have no
books in their libraries on Christian stewardship, money or giving

» While church budgets typically are planned with the assumption that congregants will
give only 2-3% of their income, most pastors do not cite this as an indication of
lukewarm faith

* When asked how they measure the spiritual commitment of their congregants, only one
out of 10 pastors mentioned financial giving as an indicator of spiritual maturity and
commitment

» Donating over Tithing: Overall, only 3-5% of those who donate money to a church, tithe
(give 10% of) their incomes

* Tithing: 9% of American "born-again" adults tithed in 2004

» Sunday Offerings: The average amount of money given by a full or confirmed member of
a U.S. Christian church in 2004 was US$691.93. This comes to an average of US$13.31
per week.

When | say this doesn’'t make sense, | mean this:

» Jesus talked about money more than he did Heaven

and Hell combined.

» Jesus talked about money more than anything else

except the Kingdom of God.

» 11 of 39 parables talk about money.

Of course, Jesus wasn’t concerned about money in itself, but the impact and place of
money in our lives. It is a huge motivator to sin, and a great tool for doing good.

But money and wealth are such sensitive issues for us all, that it hardly gets mentioned in
the way it should. Like any other aspect of our lives we should talk more about how we
handle wealth and possessions, use them, and avoid the dangers associated with them.

Shatin Anglican Church is a church that has a gttoack record of giving,

and is generous to many causes and appeals. WéSfiwef our general giving to mission causes
outside of ourselves. But it is probably true tg et the age old 80/20 principle holds here, whe
80% of the giving is given by 20% of those who radtehurch.
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in “Planned Giving” (where you receive a number for

anonymity and can give by bank transfer or monthly
envelope). Those who register for planned giving receive tax
receipts at the end of the financial year. If you wish to give to the
Lord through the Church Planned Giving Scheme, the forms are on
the Welcome Table downstairs.
