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We pray for all of our sister and brother Christians around the world who are facing persecution for 
their faithful love for Jesus. 
This week brings news of massacres of Christians by Muslim gangs in the area of Jos, Nigeria. 
Villagers said army assistance came too late. Christian youths accused the military of complicity in 
the killings. 
Survivors told The Times that entire families were killed, some to the chants of Allahu Akbar — 
God is Greatest. They said villagers awoke to shouting and gunfire at about 3am on Sunday. 
“They then set homes on fire and attacked men, women and children. Many were decapitated,” said 
Theresa Malinowska, press officer for Christian Solidarity Worldwide. Staff counted the bodies of 
four babies and 28 children under 5 in one location alone. 
 
We pray for the work of Christian Solidarity Worldwide and all those who seek to be a “Voice for 
the Voiceless”. Give thanks for their conference in Hong Kong on Friday and Saturday and pray for 
their ministry in Hong Kong.

[1 Pet 2:10] Once you were not a people, but now you are the people of God; once you had not 
received mercy, but now you have received mercy.

[Eccl 2:18] I hated all the things I had toiled for under the sun, because I must leave them to the one 
who comes after me.  
[Eccl 2:19] And who knows whether he will be a wise man or a fool? Yet he will have control over 
all the work into which I have poured my effort and skill under the sun. This too is meaningless.  
[Eccl 2:20] So my heart began to despair over all my toilsome labor under the sun.  
[Eccl 2:21] For a man may do his work with wisdom, knowledge and skill, and then he must leave 
all he owns to someone who has not worked for it.  This too is meaningless and a great misfortune.  
[Eccl 2:22] What does a man get for all the toil and anxious striving with which he labors under the 
sun?  
[Eccl 2:23] All his days his work is pain and grief; even at night his mind does not rest. This too is 
meaningless.  
[Eccl 2:24] A man can do nothing better than to eat and drink and find satisfaction in his work. This 
too, I see, is from the hand of God, 
[Eccl 2:25] for without him, who can eat or find enjoyment? 
[Eccl 2:26] To the man who pleases him, God gives wisdom, knowledge and happiness, but to the 
sinner he gives the task of gathering and storing up wealth to hand it over to the one who pleases 
God. This too is meaningless, a chasing after the wind.  
 
[Eccl 3:13] That everyone may eat and drink, and find satisfaction in all his toil--this is the gift of
