Kingdom Kids comprise children aged 3-11.  Our aim is to help the kids learn more about Jesus 
and to know that He is their Lord and friend, and to help them walk in God’s ways.  The time we 
have with the kids on Sundays is short and it’s a challenge to the team to communicate the lessons to 
the kids within the time we have.  The Leaders take turns to present lessons (usually a topic takes 2 
Sundays to complete) and there are other activities to coincide with the life of the Church, e.g. 
Christmas, Easter, Pentecost, fundraising for missions. 
 

Kingdom Kids start at 10:00am with Worship in the hall before going off for their lesson during 
the sermon time.  The lessons are conducted in one large group on the 2nd and 4th Sundays of each 
month and in Small Groups on the 1st and 3rd Sundays. The Kingdom Kids programme runs from 
September to June each year with the leaders taking a well-deserved break during the summer.  
Summer activities are usually led by other members of Shatin Church.  
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The kids are capable of so much and they are great in putting their talents and skills into practice.  
They go on prayer walks and they have been doing the Reading and Intercessions during Family 
Services when the whole church worships together.  During summer 2009 they presented a skit 
(the brainchild of 2 kids) at the Fundraiser for the mission to Dancalan, Philippines, and they made 
gospel bracelets for the mission team to use on outreaches there. They also presented a dance 
“You’re My Number One” in praise of God, which they choreographed themselves (with a little 
help from the older folk).  We look forward to seeing more of the Kids in church life this year as 
we begin to focus more on prayer – learning to pray out loud (by June 2010) and intercessory 
prayer.   
 

We completed a series on Virtues & Values last year and recently on Bible Truths.  In February 
2010 we began a new series on Jesus’ Disciples and we hope the kids can learn the characteristics 
of each disciple and try to apply these to their own lives in following Jesus. 
 

We are blessed with the Leaders, for their hearts and commitment to this ministry.  On a personal 
note I am truly grateful and encouraged by them; they make this ministry so enjoyable and 
rewarding.  The work that we do would not be possible if the parents did not entrust their kids to us;

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Solid Rock continues to remain a fun and accepting place for youth to fellowship and hang 
out with each other and for us to share, worship and walk out the journey together than 
God has each of us on. We have a good balance of youth of the whole range of ages in 
secondary schools, as well as from a range of backgrounds, from Shatin Church youth, to 
those of other Churches without youth groups or unchurched backgrounds, from local 
schools and both Christian and secular international schools. 
 
Possibly the most significant event for the past year was the move from Marantha House. 
We had a very large turn out for the last week at Maranatha House, with lots of old faces, a 
massive bonfire, and it was a very fun evening. This was obviously a big and sad change, 
but we were very grateful for the timely provision of the use of a school in City One. This 
has allowed us to keep up the fun program we have of food and hang out, basketball, 
outside/inside games, worship, talk and small groups. The school have been really 
accommodating giving us a good room with a projector, computer, piano, small PA system, 
and plenty of space. We have also appreciated the convenience of being in City One and 
we do look forward to having our own ministry center though, somewhere to be able to 
make fully our own again. The pictures below show the last week at Marantha House, and 
the new venue at the school.  

 
For most of the year the teaching has been the things that some of the leaders wish they 
had learned earlier in life, along with with other questions that the youth got to share that 
they wanted answered. Some other significant events this year include the fundraiser and 
mission trip to Duncalan, Team Xtreme visiting from the US and the return of Vanessa 
Manchester, and addition of Anna Tsang as leaders. There has also been the regular 
addition of new people, but with the sad loss of people toward the end of the school year. 
 
The Youth Band has continued to be an important part of Soild Rock. I'm very grateful to 
the song leaders and musicians who have done a great job at doing and making what I feel 
is the highest standard of music we've had in Solid Rock. Moving to City One was hard as 
we lacked the equipment to do everything that we did at Maranatha House, but we have 
purchased a djembe (African drum) which has kept the music upbeat. 
 
For the future we are very much looking forward to the new ministry center and being able 
to have a more permanent home. We would like to continue somewhat with the current 
church theme of looking at God's amazing grace, allow us to build on the accepting place 
that Soild Rock already is and hopefully making it a place of heart centered healing. 
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"Oasis" is the young adults group at Sha Tin Church catering primarily to students and adults mostly 
in their 20s. The church has a significant number in the congregation (relative to the overall size of 
the church) that fall in to this category, with around 25-30 people on our weekly email list as well as 
a number of others who have attended occasionally.  
 
Although we started 2009 with a healthy number and we maintained a good core group of around 
half a dozen who attended regularly up until the end of the 'summer term', over the course of the 
year we noticed that there was a general downward trend in the numbers.  
 
In September following the summer break we held a meeting at the church to determine why the 
vast majority of the people on the Oasis list were not coming along to the meetings. Most had 
attended Oasis once or twice in the past year, but were not regulars. Although there were many 
reasons given, the feedback we received from the 20 or so people who attended this meeting was 
that generally people wanted something less taxing on the mind (i.e. less formal Bible study) and 
with more of a fellowship component and time just to 'hang out' and get to know one another better. 
It was also suggested that Thursday may be preferable to Wednesdays. In response, we made 
changes to the programme: for example we switched to meeting on Thursdays, used a 'lighter' study 
format and (partly also because Anna Tsang was no longer able to host the meetings at her home) 
we started meeting in Sha Tin Starbucks rather than at the church as we thought this would be a 
rather less formal and more inviting environment, more easily accessible by public transport as well 
as providing an opportunity for those coming straight from work to have some food together. 
 
However, despite these changes the attendance continued to fall, reaching the point where there 
were several weeks when no one turned up. Given the apparent absence of demand for a weekly 
young adults group we decided to stop running Oasis formally as a group but Patrick and Karl 
remain available for personal discipleship and mentoring for any young adults who so desire.

The aim of amplification team is to enhance our worship and support the Word by providing audio 
facilities and mixing in the Sunday service, Church Camp and special events such as the fundraising 
night for the Mission Trip to Dancalan.  
 
In 2009, the Music and PA team worked together to simplify the setup process by making 
adjustment with the cable and equipment. The change reduces the setup time and minimizes the 
potential connection error. Besides, we have encountered a few technical breakdowns due to the age 
of the equipment. Thank God that we managed to find a quick temporary solution at the spot and 
repair them successfully later. 
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As this is my first year of leading PA team, there is still so much for me and the team to learn and 
improve. Previously, we often lost and gained team members. In 2009, I feel very blessed that the 
team has been quite stable and members demonstrate their dedication of service and improvement in 
providing high quality sound reinforcement to various church ministries. In 2010, we will continue 
to pray for new members to join this ministry and opportunity to run training workshops so that the 
team will be better equipped to serve the body of Christ. 
 
I am grateful to God for the honour and privilege to serve in this ministry and to work with very 
gifted church members. I must say thanks to the previous PA leader, Paul Fox for his patience and 
continuing support in teaching me. Once again, I wish to express my gratitude to all team members

Our Audio Recording Ministry has now become established as a separate function from the P A 
Team, whilst still being a part of it.  Our task is to record the whole service onto a notebook 
computer and then edit the Sermon for uploading to the Church Website.   
 
Technically, the process described above has worked well, and we have experimented with different 
settings on the software to reduce the file size, whilst still preserving an acceptable audio quality.  
All of these have been uploaded to the Church Website and are available to anyone to download and 
listen.  It was a surprise to discover that our audience has been much larger than imagined. Whereas 
in the past, we might copy around 10 audio-cassette tapes on a typical Sunday, recently our sermons 
page was visited over 120 times a month!  
 
In terms of the team, we operate using all members of the P A Team, led by Keziah Law.  Keziah has 
made significant improvement to our performance, through more careful monitoring of the original 
(master) recording; through skilful editing of the part that is uploaded; and through very prompt 
uploads, so that the sermon was usually available online within 48 hours of the Sunday service. She 
has introduced the use of a dedicated audio mixer unit which combines the audio signals from 
several channels. Although we don’t need this for the sermons, it can be used for recording our 
music team, especially for special events when we might also take a video recording. 
 
During the last few months, Keziah has decided to take a break, and the undersigned has taken up 
the leadership duties in the meantime.  I have not been able to devote the same level of skill and 
dedication that she could provide, so I apologise for delays in getting the files uploaded when I have 
been ill or away from Hong Kong.  We are revising the instruction manuals and planning to run 
training workshops so that the team will be better equipped to serve the body of Christ. 
 
I thank God for all team members (Keziah Law, Michael Keung, Joe Yip, Eric Ho, Cherry Gough, 
Sam Fan, David and Janae Del Favero) for their loyal service, as well as James Low for his 
technical advice and support in relation to the Church Website.

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Last year, for the first time, we ran 2 STC Alpha Courses. The first course was held from April - 
June this year and the second course was from October - December. The first course was on a 
smaller scale with a low budget in preparation for a possible second course this year, which the Lord 
had been putting on my heart.

The beginning of the university 
academic year  seemed to be a very good time to hold the course as there were about 25 guests who 
were mainly non-believers and about 10 of them were very regular and intensely interested and 
attended even in spite of exams.

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The writer of this report has been involved in the maintaining the building services facilities at 

Maranatha House. The purpose of writing this report is to show what I have done to MH, why they 

were done and what are the benefits. Transparency and accountability are 

the main rationales of this report.  

 

Air-conditioners 

The three essential air-conditioners in the meeting room were 

professionally cleaned by Fairview Engineering (Sš _ü !_ ;Ë f£ :� -• I³ 6± eø !� #  ), an EMSD 

registered electrical and air-conditioning contractor in Tai Wai, in early 2009. The essential air-

conditioners include two window-type and a split-type 

ones (as shown). These air-conditioners operated 

normally in 2009. Before the professional cleaning, the 

indoor unit of split-type air-conditioner dripped. 

 

One of the non-essential air-conditioners has been disabled (by turning 

off the miniature circuit breaker (MCB)) because of its persistent water 

leakage problem (shown on the right). Fairview removed the blockage 

in March 2009 but the problem relapsed after an unintended 

continuous operation for a whole week. The other non-essential air-

conditioners in the four bedrooms at MH were not frequently used, so 

they were not cleaned by Fairview in early 2009. 

 

There are a few fan heaters and a convention heater for winters. 

The fireplace is no longer in use for safety reasons, since burning 

without sufficient fresh supply can lead to carbon monoxide 

intoxication. 
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Fire Safety 
 

It is important to know that MH was designed for residential purposes and it was not intended for 

religious gatherings. Therefore it was not practical or cost-effective for us to fully fulfil the fire 

safety regulations for religious gathering premises. Despite of its limitations, the following cost-

effective & simple measures were implemented to minimise the fire risk at MH. The best way to 

solve the fire safety problems at MH is moving on to the new Ministry Centre, with professional fire 

safety considerations. 
 

Some clear big labels were affixed to indicate the designated 

emergency exits at MH (discussed below). The kitchen backdoor has 

the big label “EXIT” now and the door can be now opened from the 

kitchen without using a key (it was locked before).  

 

The four designated emergency exits at MH were:  

· A balcony on 1/F (with use of an escape ladder provided) 

· Glasshouse doors  

· Glass slide doors on the G/F (near the steps)  (the grills 

should be unlocked beforehand when the living room 

and/or 1/F bedrooms are occupied) 

· Kitchen backdoor 

 

 

 

 

 

In order to use grills and glass slide doors on 1/F as an emergency exit, an 

escape ladder was provided. The ladder should be hung on the rails of a balcony. 

This equipment is commonly sold overseas.

The four dry-powder fire extinguishers at MH were regularly checked to ensure 

their operability. For commercial premises, fire extinguishers must be checked 

by a registered fire contractor annually.  However, even it was not practical to 

have a fire extinguisher annual check at MH, the fire extinguishers would be 

replaced by new ones after 5 years of usage. According to item 4.22 in Code of 

Practice for Minimum Fire Service Installations and Equipment published by 

the Fire Services Department, a potable hand-operated appliance should be 

installed each floor for low-rise (not more than three floors) domestic buildings. 

The four fire extinguishers at MH are located at: 

· Near the glasshouse 

· Near the kitchen 

· Near the fireplace 

· 1/F 

 

Four stand-alone 9V battery smoke alarms have been installed. In case 

of fire, the alarms will emit an audible warning signal. However, some 

of the smoke alarms were prone to nuisance alarms and the defective 

alarms have been replaced later. Standalone smoke alarms are 

commonly used in residential buildings (e.g. village houses) overseas, 

but they are unsuitable for commercial premises.  
 

Some battery operated emergency lights were available at different places at MH. In case of power 

failure, these emergency lights can be used.  

 

Lighting  

 

 

 

 

For indoor lights without a dimmer, fluorescent energy saving are used already. There are a few T8 

fluorescent light tubes used at MH. They are less energy efficient than T5 fluorescent light tubes 

(with electronic ballasts) so the Government is convert T8 light tube to T5 ones. However, since we 

have only three T8s at MH, it is not worthwhile to replace them prematurely. 
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Some of the indoor lights have dimmers installed. Two “Megaman” dimmable 

fluorescent light bulbs have been installed in 2009 for testing. Even the light bulbs are 

quite expensive, it is still much more cost effective to use them as they energy saving 

is significant. 

 

The outdoor floodlights use tungsten halogen filament as the lighting 

element, rendering them current guzzling. However, due to the 

foreseeable retirement of MH, the floodlights were retained. They 

are turned on only when Solid Rockers leave MH on Saturday nights 

for safety reasons. Since the floodlights were installed outdoors, 

some of non-essential ones have been damaged by adverse weather. 

 

The automatic sensors for outdoor lights were unreliable. Therefore, a sensor-controlled floodlight 

has been converted to ordinary ones to ensure reliability. The sensor for an outdoor light has been 

removed to ensure reliability and compatibility with energy saving bulbs. 

 

John Del-Favero and I also developed an LED floodlight prototype. It has been 

installed at MH for testing. It is expected that high luminosity LEDs will be 

used at the Ministry Centre. The LED lighting project is inspired by my 

undergraduate final year project of my BEng in Electronic Engineering degree 

and the FYP report can be downloaded on my blog 

(http://samkwfan.wordpress.com/2009/09/14/my-beng-in-electronic-engineering-final-year-

project_updated/). 

 

A lamp holder was broken and it has been replaced by a good one by Fairview Engineering. 

 

Plumbing 

 

The flushing water at MH is fresh water (not 

sea water); therefore it is extremely important 

to use flushing water in a sensible manner at 

MH. A toilet ballcock was leaky and a large 

amount of fresh water was wasted. The 

ballcock was replaced by a good one later by 

myself for HK$17 (it was not too difficult or 

risky). Of course I did not charge the labour cost.  
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The toilet cisterns sometimes refill very slowly because of low water pressure. It was quite 

frustrating to use the toilets at MH. Fairview cleaned the pipes for the G/F toilet and it helped. 

However, a complete solution to this problem is probably costly.  

 

There is a dam to store hill water for flushing water. However, the dam is no longer possible to store 

hill water. There is a valve on the MH roof for us to select hill water for flushing; however, due to 

flushing water stability reasons, fresh water is selected for flushing now.   

 

A water filter (Philips WP3911) has been installed to provide potable water. 

The filter was replaced every six months. However, the Water Supplies 

Department does not encourage the use of such water filters as an expired 

filter contaminates the water (see webpage  

http://www.wsd.gov.hk/en/is_it_necessary_to_install_domestic_water_filters/index.html).   
 

A huge storage water heater is installed to provide hot water for all the 

four bathrooms. A pressure pump is installed in the hot water supply 

system because of low water pressure. 
 

A few shower hoses were broken in early 2009 and they have been 

replaced. It is now possible to enjoy a shower at MH. 

 

Electricity  
 

The cables in fixed electrical installations are surface mounted (on 

walls), so they are prone to physical damages. Surface-mounted cables 

are used in rental public estates and they are not common in Hong 

Kong now. Flush fitting is preferred in residential flats and conduit 

systems are preferred in commercial premises.  
 

Many components of the electrical installations at MH are British made. But some faceplates have 

been replaced by Australian & local ones later. The new circuit breakers installed by Fairview 

Engineering are made in Japan.  
 

A good reference book about electrical installations is Code of Practice for the Electricity (Wiring) 

Regulations (2009 Edition), published by the Electrical and Mechanical Services Department, 

HKSAR. 
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The electrical installation at MH is a 3-phase system, with the maximum 

current rating of 60 amperes. Therefore, regular checking by a registered 

contractor (with a WR2 form submitted to the EMSD) is not necessary as 

the maximum current is below 100A. 

 

In late 2008/early 2009, two surface mounted boxes for 13A sockets were damaged because of 

prolonged usage. The boxes have been replaced by good ones by Fairview Engineering in early 

2009. 
 

The neon sign “Solid Rock – Youth on Fire” retired in summer 2009. The 13A socket supplying 

power for this neon sign has been disabled by Fairview because it was not protected by a residual 

current device (RCD). The socket was a part of an air-conditioner circuit, 

which is unorthodox. An RCD protects users from electrocution by 

detecting the current imbalance. It trips within 0.4s when it detects a 

current imbalance of not more than 30mA in the live and neutral wires. It 

is legally required to have them installed with socket circuits.  
 

 A water heater and a pressure pump have been 

installed at MH. Previously they were not RCD 

protected. To provide better protection for 

users, Fairview Engineering has installed two 

RCBOs (RCDs with overcurrent protection) for 

the appliances in early 2009. It was found that 

the water heater and the pump were not earthed and Fairview has rectified the problem. 
 

I have translated an article about storage type water heaters from Chinese into English for my 

Master of Arts in Translation degree. (Website: http://samkwfan.wordpress.com/2009/05/29/how-to-

choose-an-energy-efficient-and-safe-water-heater/) 
 

Thanks to the 3-phase European-made cooker, Solid Rock has developed the 

culture of baking cakes every Saturday. Previously the oven was not RCD 

protected but RCD protection has been extended to the oven in early 2009. 
 

The 3-phase MCCB (Moulded Case Circuit Breaker) installed by Fairview 

Engineering has the function of RCD.

However, the old RCDs (for protecting 13A socket circuits) 

have been prone to nuisance trips. Fairview Engineering 

found that a tripler (with three 13A sockets) adaptor was 

faulty and it has been discarded. However, the problem 

relapsed in the summer. Wa Fai Appliances & Decoration 

Company (,ù 3d 7Á �þ /ö �Ÿ 
¶ �– ), an EMSD-registered 

electrical contractor in Tai Wai Market, thought that the springs in the RCDs are not sufficiently 

elastic because of prolonged use, making the RCDs oversensitive. Wa Fai confirmed that the socket 

circuits were in good condition; therefore no complicated tracing or repairs were required. However, 

the company thought that we needed not to get the RCD replaced at that moment, as MH was not 

frequently used. The supply voltage at village houses can be unstable during thunderstorms, causing 

RCD nuisance trips. However, such RCDs were stable during meetings and they passed the self-test, 

but it may be necessary to reset them before Solid Rock. 
 

In the 2002 project, the glasshouse and the gate were 

installed but they had no earth bonding protection. However, 

two light tubes are located to such new installations. In early 

2009, Fairview installed earth bonding for the gate and the 

glasshouse, providing better protection for visitors. 

 

A few Belkin surge protectors have been installed to protect PA and computer 

equipments. Overhead power transmission lines are prone 

to thunderstorm attacks, causing voltage spikes. It is one 

of the disadvantages of living in a village house. 

 

A few dehumidifiers are also available at MH to make the rooms dry. A 

refrigerator and a microwave oven are available in the kitchen.  
 

Security System 

A security system has been installed at MH. When intruders enter the 

house, the control centre will be notified by the system and appropriate 

actions will be taken.  Lik On Security Company is responsible for the 

maintenance of the system.  
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Conclusion 

With proper maintenance, Maranatha House is suitable for residential purposes and it can be also 

used for a small group meeting. However, the measures above are insufficient for MH to become a 

suitable Ministry Centre for Shatin Church, as it is not practical for MH to fulfil all safety 

requirements. We thank MH for serving us for 16 years but probably God has a better place for us. I 

also hope that MH can be utilised in a more suitable way in future.
