No doubt the news of the earthquake in Yushu has struck your heart as deeply as it has the rest of the 
world, possibly even more so knowing how the Lord's heart aches at the devastation to His people. There 
have been many enquiries about our role in relief efforts, and, as Christian Action has had a growing 
presence in Qinghai Province for the past 13 years caring for abandoned children and orphans, this will 
continue to be an area of focus, as disasters of this nature result in an increased need to accommodate 
affected children.   
 

Furthermore, the Lord has been abundantly gracious as Christian Action staff were due to travel to the area 
only one day after the quake, to participate in a ground-breaking ceremony for the children's home we plan 
to co-manage later this year. Secondly, while the home collapsed, by God's grace only one child was 
seriously injured, although no doubt, the psychological scars for all the staff and residents of the home, and 
indeed all others in the area are far more extensive and will not be repaired quite as easily as broken bones.   
 

We have begun to formulate some short term and some long term goals, as follows: 
 

Short term: 
Provide immediate trauma counseling and rehabilitation and train residents to provide long term counseling 
support. 
 

Thirty social workers and counselors will travel to Xining and other areas where victims have been 
deployed in several batches starting on Friday, 23 April. The team will provide a week-long trauma 
counseling service to victims, relieving emotional burdens and crippling psychological problems caused by 
the earthquake, facilitating a faster recovery and subsequent 
re-entry into society. Local people will be equipped to provide long-term counseling support.  
 

Long Term:  
Rehabilitation Centre in Yushu 
 

Our experience with China Earthquake Relief Project (CHERP) and Hong Kong Christian Council during 
the Sichuan earthquake, has shown that after-care service is of paramount importance, especially as such 
disasters are soon forgotten by the media and quickly replaced by other (sad to say) sensational events. 
After people's passions have cooled, many continue to suffer the long term effects of a disaster. With our 
long-term commitment in Qinghai in poverty alleviation projects, including medical and rehabilitation 
programmes, I think we should strongly consider providing long term after-care service for survivors who 
will be suffering from the physical and psychological effects of the earthquake. Rehabilitation and trauma 
counseling services are crucial for the rebuilding of the community until it re-establishes its homeostasis. 
We plan to co-manage a total of eight children's homes in Qinghai, some of which will be equipped with 
rehabilitation centres as part of the original plan. With this earthquake, we have already initiated talks with 
the Qinghai Government regarding our plans, so I will keep you informed as these plans evolve.  
 

It will not be possible to carry out the above without support from the body of Christ and I trust you may be 
willing and able to mobilize your congregation to sow into these projects, not only financially but more 
importantly prayerfully. Disasters of this magnitude need prayer and giving of an even greater magnitude, 
in order to prevent them from becoming an ongoing but forgotten tragedy.  
 

I appeal then that you partner with me and Christian Action as we take on this enormous task. Pray that I 
would have the wisdom to direct staff and volunteers of Christian Action in the way that the Lord would 
have them go, that I would wisely choose how every precious cent is spent and that through the entire 
process, the people of Yushu Prefecture would learn that the Lord loves them above all else.
