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Many parts of the world are dealing with extreme weather conditions; let us pray for the people 
affected and pray for those seeking to help and save those in need: 
 
Rescue teams in northern Pakistan are battling to reach tens of thousands of people cut off by 
monsoon flooding.  While water is receding in some areas, many communities remain cut off by the 
region's worst flooding for 80 years. 
Unicef said 3m people had been affected and more than 1,400 had been killed. The government 
said some 27,000 people remained trapped and awaiting help. 
 
Russia’s worst drought in more than a century has combined with sweltering heat to cause wild 
fires across a dozen regions that have left 40 people dead. The country has been overwhelmed by a 
heatwave in which temperatures reached 37.7C (100F) in Moscow last week, the hottest since 
records began 130 years ago. Even Siberia reached 37C. President Medvedev declared a state of 
emergency in seven regions last night. 
 
There have been dozens of flood deaths in the northeastern Jilin province of China after a 
prolonged heatwave. Temperatures reached 40C in Beijing last week. 
 
Blasts of Antarctic air in the southern hemisphere have pushed temperatures down to record lows. 
A state of emergency has been declared in 16 regions of Peru, where temperatures have fallen to -
24C in the Andes, the lowest in 50 years. More than 400 people, mostly children, are reported to 
have died there. Even the capital, Lima, fell to a 46-year low of 8C at one point. Temperatures in 
Buenos Aires, the capital of Argentina, dropped to -1.5C last month, the coldest the city has known. 
 
We pray for life in an uncertain and fragile world, that people may come to Christ where lasting 
security and hope may be found: 
 
The creation waits in eager expectation for the sons of God to be revealed.  
For the creation was subjected to frustration, not by its own choice, but by the will of the one 
who subjected it, in hope that the creation itself will be liberated from its bondage to decay and 
brought into the glorious freedom of the children of God. We know that the whole creation has 
been groaning as in the pains of childbirth right up to the present time. [Rom 8:19 -22] 
 
Continue to pray for our needs as a church – especially wisdom and guidance for locating a new 
office premises to rent and the search process for a new pastor.

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[Isa 64:1] Oh, that you would rend the heavens and come down, that the mountains would tremble 
before you!
